In this first stage of the journey, guide David Corlette takes wallets, phones and passports from the six Aussies. With no idea what is in store for them, they are split into two groups and sent to spend a week living with real refugees in Australia - a Congolese family resettled through the UN and a group of Iraqi men who arrived as asylum seekers by boat. Next, the participants reunite and board a refugee boat in Darwin, setting sail for unknown shores. Already worried by the dilapidated state of the boat, anxiety levels are heightened when the boat takes on water and needs to be rescued by the coast guard..

Next the participants arrive in Malaysia, home to 100,000 registered refugees and tens of thousands who are unregistered. The participants move into a four bedroom flat, home to 52 Burmese refugees. All of them keep their suitcases packed ready to flee as they can be targeted by immigration raids at any time. The participants learn that in Malaysia, even registered refugees have little protection as the country regards them as illegal migrants. Stunned, the participants are invited to join a dramatic midnight immigration raid. After this experience some participants comment that they would rather board a boat and take their chances than suffer the uncertain faith of refugee life in Malaysia.

On the final stage of their journey, the participants are split back into their two groups. One group travels to Kenya where in the sprawling, dusty, refugee camp of Kakuma they meet up with relatives of their Congolese hosts. The other group travels to Amman, Jordan, to visit the urban slums, home to thousands of refugees, and meet with the family members of their Iraqi-born hosts. Both groups deliver emotional video messages from the refugees in Australia to their families. At the conclusion of their 25 day journey, some have changed their opinions, some have not, but it is clear that all have been affected by the intense journey.

Episode ONE: At Federation in 1901, Australia had a dream to create a democratic utopia. This paradox and the draconian laws known as the White Australia Policy that followed caused great human suffering and ironically helped realise the very threat Australia feared the most - invasion from the Asian north. Episode TWO: As World War Two ended Australia faced a population crisis. Its solution was to adopt a bold and radical new strategy – white was redefined as migrants were recruited en masse from Europe for the first time in the nation's history. In a single decade the country opened  its doors to a million immigrants but somehow clung more strongly than ever to its cherished White Australia Policy. Episode THREE: By the 1960s a new generation were questioning Australia's racist immigration policies and the exclusion of our Asian neighbours. The staged kidnap of a six-year-old Indian-Fijian girl by an aboriginal activist and leader exposed the injustice of the system.
