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In most cultures sharing of information from sister2sister is an effective way to talk about real life issues, share advice and provide guidance. This paper shares a story about a sexual health program that originated from this concept.
The program outlines innovative ways to actively harness young women’s peer culture and parent family values to effectively deliver a sexual health education. It is concerned not only with engaging young women but also winning the approval of parents who have a ‘gatekeeper role’ in programs for migrant and refugee young women who are newly arrived. 
It covers a holistic approach to engaging culturally diverse young women who are often excluded from mainstream education forums. In addition, the paper illustrates how culturally diverse young women can be part of a process that encourages their voices to be heard and contributes to research and comprehensive resource development about sexual health specifically targeting culturally diverse young women.
In short, apart from engaging the whole family in a program targeted to young women, the sister2sister sexual health education program is a novel way to circulate accurate and reliable information about health services to newly arrived communities. Furthermore the paper gives insight on how to encourage culturally diverse young women to make use of services that are available to them.
